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ANNUAL MEETING MINUTES FOR 
JANUARY 11, 2009 

 

Meeting Opened:  The 118th Annual Meeting 
of Grace Episcopal Church was opened with 
prayer at 11:16 a.m.by Father Rick Burhans. 
Fathers Rick and Tyrrel Dear read the 
Necrology, honoring the saints who have 
gone before us in 2009.  Minutes: Read by 
Maggie Thompson; Approved 
(Thorne/Dietch). 
Welcome: Father Rick welcomed us and 
expressed joy at such a large gathering of the 
8:00 and 10:30 congregations sharing 
fellowship. 
Vestry:  Father Rick explained that a large 
vestry class will be elected - some for 2 years 
and some for 3 years – as the vestry had been 
frozen during the interim period and many 
members would be rotating off. To be eligible 
to vote one must be a member of Grace and 
a giver of record.  Tellers are Hal Read and 
Patience Asgill.  Father Rick introduced the 
nominees and asked each to stand as he gave 
a short bio of each – then thanked all for 
running.  Nominees are: 
Debbie Amara, Lisa Curley, Jack Edginton, 
Terri Dietch, Pat Hatfield, Harry Jennings, 
Terri Malia, and Paul Trader.  Floor was 
opened for additional nominations.  Motion 
to close nominations and accept slate offered 
and approved. (R. Dear/Hastings). 
Committee Reports:  Approved motion to 
accept reports as presented in the Annual 
Report (L. Trader/Riley) 
Treasurer Report: Bill Longacre, the outgoing 
treasurer reviewed 2008: we were light in  
revenues and heavy in expenses but through 
God’s Grace, expenses over revenue ended at 
$8369.28.  Report approved as presented on 
page 21 of Annual Report. (T. Dear/Acker) 
Dighton Orvis, the incoming treasurer, 
presented the 2009 operating budget – last 
page of Annual Report.  It is a balanced 
budget though bare bones. Revenues 
increased to $270,000 to balance expenses. 
Historically we run about $250,000 in 
pledges; Stewardship campaign to date has 
$230,000 committed. To offset extra $20,000 

and not have to cut staff and/or hours, 
members were asked to increase their 
pledges by 10% (charts on tables) based on 
Malachi 3:10 “Bring the whole tithe into the 
storehouse, that there may be food in my 
house., Test me in this”, says the LORD 
Almighty, “and see if I will not throw open the 
floodgates of heaven and pour out so much 
blessing that you will not have room enough 
for it.” Approved a motion to trust Scripture 
and commit to a 10% increase in our 
individual pledges (Thompson/Amara).  
Capitol Fund Account:  Good news is that the 
mortgage is right at $39,000. This year’s 
challenge is to pay it off!!  The budget was 
received (T. Dear/R. Jones) 
Sr. WardŜƴΩǎ wŜǇƻǊǘΥ  Bob West was Sr. 
Warden throughout the interim period and 
reflected on 2008: the ministry of Father 
Iverson who brought joy and fervor to Grace, 
and the joy of having Father Rick here – the 
right person for the right time. Bob made two 
10% commitments for 2009: 10% increase to 
Grace; 10% weight loss for him.  Father Rick 
thanked Bob for his service during the tough 
times.  Bob retired in November and thanked 
Barbara Payne for stepping in/up as the new 
Sr. Warden.  Barbara thanked us for being a 
family – a family of individuals who support 
each other and asked for everyone’s prayers 
for Grace and this family – so integral to our 
life together.  She told us that God is going to 
call us to 10% more of our time and talent as 
well as our treasure; to trust Him and find 
that we just can’t out give Him and to keep 
our focus on Him. 
Community Concerns:  Terri Dietch: we need 
family dinners to invite the community in and 
raise some money.  Hal Read:  Christmas 
Ornament sales generated $500 profit for 
Grace; discussed ways to increase our 
visibility with items such as T-shirts, bumper 
stickers, “green” grocery bags – things that 
can spark conversations.  Carroll Jaycox has 5 
Family Fun Books left.  Grace gets 50% of the 
$20 cost.  HUM: Father Rick shared need for 
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supplies. Grace received 7 pallets of food and 
$1000 from Wal-Mart and a freezer from 
John’s Appliance last Nov.  The increased 
demand for help has greatly decreased our 
supplies.  Father Rick talked about what a 
great year lays ahead for Grace Church. 
Meeting Adjourned:  Motion to adjourn 
approved (M. Dietch/F. Smith) 
Father Rick closed with prayer at 12:05.

THE CALL TO SERVE 
The Rev. Sybil Meheux 
 
We are never too old, too weak or sick, or too 
limited physically to serve the Lord. His call 
must be answered and His work continued 
regardless of what we think of our 
capabilities.  
 
At the start of the year 2009 I evaluated my 
worth at this church and decided that I had 
served long enough and that I should step 
out of the way. I even took time off to test 
this theory. I decided that I was too old to 
serve God where He had placed me. I WAS 
SO VERY WRONG. I discovered that when we 
are called to serve God, there are no 
limitations, no quitting time, no personal 
decisions without God’s will.  
    
I was still mourning. I was mourning the 
departure of Fr. Jeff, Fr. Marlow and David 
and even the missing faces in the pews, those 
who had walked away from the congregation 
to seek greener pastures. I just had a hard 
time adjusting to new and very different 
leadership. There were no more written 
instructions, detailed planning which I had 
grown to depend on.   I really had to start 
thinking for myself.  I had to be more 
assertive, more independent. There were 
those who rejected this change and created 
barriers for me. They too were having a very 
difficult time changing and adjusting.  God 

certainly has a sense of humor. I knew within 
a short period of time where I was 
comfortable.  He taught me to trust Him 
totally. In May I had the challenge of being 
unemployed for the very first time in my life. 
I had to adjust to staying at home, and to 
budgeting carefully to sort out what is 
necessary and what I can live without. It was 
an interesting time. 
 
I have learned my lesson and as a result 
matured in my walk with God. So you can 
understand that my resolution for 2010 is for 
a closer walk with God and to learn to listen 
and to discern His will for me.  
 
THE INTERNATIONAL ORDER OF ST LUKE THE 
PHYSICIAN 
This healing ministry has been on-going at 
Grace for a long time.  There was a time 
when the Healing Ministry flourished and was 
a vital and necessary ministry for this 
congregation.  At present several attempts 
have been made to restore this ministry, but 
this has been a struggle.  There are only five 
faithful members who are determined that 
the ministry should survive.

Although the 
numbers at the Wednesday service have not 
increased, but fluctuate, those involved have 
benefited from a very close fellowship, 
energizing worship, good music, interesting 
sermons, and healing prayers.  My only hope 
is that the members of this congregation will 
come to understand how vital and refreshing 
a mid-week service is.  Those who attend can 
testify to this.

GREAT KIDS EXPLORER CLUB 
Roseann Kurrle 

 
Great Kids is a nonprofit organization that 
was conceived in 2001 by Sandy Rakes, the 
Executive Director, with a mission of helping 
at-risk children recognize their God-given 
talents and unique value through academic 
and Bible-based education.  The purpose is to 
help students in K-5 who are at risk of failing 
because of behavior, lack of motivation, work 
ethics, or family circumstances.  The program 
was brought to Grace Episcopal by Fr. Jeff 
Bunke in 2006 and is in its fourth year here.  
Most of the students currently enrolled from 
Port Orange Elementary are on some type of 
public assistance.  The program works closely 
with the schools, encompasses four sites 
throughout Volusia County, and includes one-
on-one tutoring sessions, as well as once 
weekly three-hour group session at the 
various sites.  It serves about 150-175 
children each year with one full-time and one 
part-time employee.  This could not be done 
without the dedication of the 75 volunteers 
who are the foundation of the organization.  
Each program runs from September to May.  
The organization is governed by a 12 member 
board of directors and has established a 
foundation to secure funding for the future. 
 
Grace Episcopal became a financial supporter 
in 2008 by pledging $2500 each year.  This 
support helps to defray the cost of running 
the program, and funds supplies: various 
workbooks for each student, reading books, 
educational materials, pencils, crayons, 
scissors, etc. for 30 students for 8 months.  In 
addition, it helps to fund the cost of bussing 
the children to and from Ormond Beach to 
the Great Kids training center once a week, 
where they receive individual tutoring and 
have the use of computers.  The program 
relies solely on grants, fund raisers, and 
donations to offset the cost of providing the 
free services to these children.  The funds for 
our donation were raised by the Outreach 
Committee through a car wash and a fish 
dinner. 
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The Great Kids program works because of the 
dedication and belief of the volunteers that 
you can change a child’s life by giving him the 
tools to succeed.  The tools are not just 
academics, but include moral and Christian 
values.  The program utilizes exercises to 
build self-esteem, motivation, and work 
ethics through 2 hours of academic work and 
1 hour of Christian education and learning 
games.   
 
The 16 volunteers at our site from Jan, to 
Dec, 2009 included 9 people from Grace and 
7 from outside the church:

academic and social gains.  Food baskets and 
gifts were distributed for Christmas to most 
of the families we serve.  Grace’s Parent’s 
Night Out is a big hit, with many children 
attending each event.  Our Great Kids 
ministry has become a true community 
outreach program bringing people together 
for a common mission of helping at-risk 
children.  A parent’s letter of support is 
attached. 
  
 

NAME TAGS  
Ron Jones  
 
This ministry is now five years old and has 
grown to the point where almost everyone at 
both the 8:00AM service and the 10:30 AM 
service is now wearing their nametag.  Please 
continue to use the drop boxes at the table 
for each service upon leaving.  We are 
looking for any suggestion for replacing the 
large wooden boxes where the nametags are 
currently being offered before each service. 
These boxes were donated at the beginning 
of the ministry and did a great job. They are 
however very heavy for some of the nametag 
workers and difficult to place in the wire cart 
for storage. Please see me, Ron Jones, if you 
have any suggestions for a new system that is 
easy to use and store.    
 
I would like to bring the congregation up to 
date on why the nametag ministry spends 4 
to 6 hours a week to gather the information. 
Five to six hours a week you say? Yes, it’s 
comes out like this:  The time spent buy the 
8:00 team is about an hour considering that 
they must arrive early enough to get the 
table set up and the baskets for depositing 
nametags after service in place. Then 
greeting all the arrivals and assisting many to 
find their names plus gathering information 
from visitors or new potential members and 
getting an information card filled out.  The 
10:30 team likewise does the same except 
they must retrieve the names from the 
baskets for the 8:00 service and after church

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gather the nametags and the baskets and 
return all of the tables and nametag racks 
and boxes to the storage closet.  These two 
teams usually consist of two people each so 
the man hours equal 4 hours just for this part 
of the ministry. 
 
Jody Lee comes in one day during the week 
and logs in the attendance into the 
spreadsheet containing all of the members 
and adds new names to the list as required 
for new guests and visitors. I know this takes 
a good hour because I have done it for Jody 
when she was away. She is much more 
efficient than I but I still think an hour is 
needed not even counting travel time. She 
then sends the list of new names to me via 
email and I type up new nametags.   I make a 
trip to the church before Sunday next to 
insert the new names into the visitor box so 
they will be available for the next service.  
 
If we are going to ask approximately 18 
people to spend this kind of time then we 
need to expect more than being able to call 
someone by name because they are wearing 
a nametag. The information has been 
provided to the clergy to use as a guidepost 
on attendance and notice the absence of 
others for a variety of reasons not necessarily 
known by the clergy.  If someone’s 
attendance is changed from a pattern of 
attendance it might be that they are ill or 
have other issues that have kept them from 
attending services. This can serve as a flag for 
a needed call or visit by a clergy or another 
church member to make sure that everything 
is all right with that individual. 
 
Please don’t take your nametag home or try 
to put it back in the wooden boxes. If you do 
we won’t know that you were here and you 
won’t be recorded in attendance that day.   It 
is in the interest of the church that you are 
getting everything out of your attendance 
that you deserve and expect.  Thanks for 
supporting the team by wearing your 
nametag each week and observing this 

simple request to help make this a 
meaningful effort for the team. 
 
We have added a new visitor information 
form for the nametag team to use and these 
forms are also located in the church pews for 
easy access for visitors. Please assist any 
newcomers in finding and using these if you 
see someone new without a visitor nametag.

Grace Episcopal Church is enrolled in the 
Stephen Series which gives us access to 
extensive training, resources, and ongoing 
support from Stephen Ministries, St. Louis, 
Missouri.  The clergy and/or lay leaders who 
lead Stephen Ministry in our congregation 
attended a one-week Leader’s Training 
Course where they were equipped to serve as 
Stephen Leaders.  Stephen Leaders then 
recruit, select, and train people in the 
congregation to serve as Stephen Ministers.  
Stephen Ministers participate in regular 
supervision and continuing education with 
their Stephen Leaders.

We started our outreach year with our 
organizational meeting on January 17th.  At 
that time it was decided that we would give 
support to the Great Kids Outreach 

afterschool program, which needed $2,500 to 
continue to be at our church. We had a car 
wash on April 25, which gave us $625.30 and 
in October we had a very successful “Fun 
Family Fish Fry” which earned the $2,500 for 
the Great Kids program, with $872.25 in the 
bank for next year.   
 
Another ministry that comes under outreach 
is the T-Bag ministry, headed by Becky Riley.  
Grace church gives away about 500 free 
lunches over the year.  The monies to 
support the program, besides donations from 
the congregation, was monies raised by 
Bryan Heath through the entertainment 
books that he sold.  Thank you Bryan! 
 
HUM is another feeding ministry that is 
growing due to the hard economic times.  
Outreach committee decided to help 
promote donations at our Breakfast Sundays 
making it also HUM Sunday, where we asked 
you, our Grace family, to donate non-
perishable foods. Our recent special request 
for cereal and peanut butter is added to the 
bags of food available to the families needing 
the service. 
 
We raised $1,018.22 for the Woman’s 
Resource Center with our Mother’s Day baby 
bottle campaign, and we helped several 
schools along with Great Kids program with 
our back to school supply drive. 
 
We had a bake sale headed up by Becky Riley 
in November to help with Grocery Gift cards.  
$225.00 was raised, and nine $25 gift cards 
were purchased.

HALIFAX URBAN MINISTRY (HUM)

The past year has been a very busy one here 
at Grace.  The number of clients has steadily 
gone up.  In April, we gave out 111 bags of 
food; by September the number was up to 
217.  The total of bags for the year was 1878.  
The total of men, women and children served 
was 4,575.  The above numbers do not 
include 70 Thanksgiving dinners (turkey) and 
50 Christmas ham dinners. 
 
Port Orange Family Days gave us $5,000 
worth of food in October.  Westminster by 
the Sea Presbyterian Church and Port Orange 
Presbyterian bring in several carts of food per 
week.  We also have our monthly drive at 
Grace. 
 
The pantry is still in need of cereal, peanut 
butter, and canned fruit.  Bay Street HUM 
does not provide us with these products as 
they are “too expensive.”

It has been a pleasure to serve as Treasurer 
this past year.  It was an opportunity for me 
to be reminded how faithful God is to us 
when we are faithful.  We entered into 2009, 
as a nation, facing the most difficult 
economic climate we’d seen for several 
generations.  While optimistic, there was a 
fear that we could be faced with a significant 
deficit.  We talked about this at last year’s 
annual meeting.  In order to balance the 
budget, we asked you to each to increase 
your giving by 10% and you responded, with 
pledge and envelope receipts reaching 94.3% 
of budget.  In the summer time when we 
typically see a significant drop in revenue, we 
asked you to stay current with your giving 
because we didn’t have the reserves to draw 
on to absorb the shortfall.  We always had 
the money to pay the bills.  Moreover, we 
were able to fund the Great Kids ministry and 
Vacation Bible School!  We raised over 
$5,000 for South Daytona Elementary School 
and fed countless people through the HUM 
Pantry, the Grace Pantry and the T-Bag 
Ministry.  We did not go into the year with 
money budgeted for these ministries.  Sadly, 
it has been several years since we had the 
financial flexibility to fund these ministries 
out of general revenue.  Without exception, 
these ministries are funded from special 
activities like, golf tournaments, fish fry’s, car 
washes and bake sales.  Your efforts, blessed 
by God make it happen.  We are still 
compiling numbers, complicated by a 
computer crash, requiring the re-input of lost 
data, but as of this writing it looks like we will 
end the year with a very small deficit in our 
operating budget.  We are also tantalizingly 
close to fully paying off our mortgage, only 
some $6,000 remains. 
 
As we enter into a new decade I am more 
optimistic than ever, there is to be sure much 
to be done.  We will have to repay money 
borrowed from the Bishop/Poole Capital 
Endowment Fund and there is a critical need 
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to address the deteriorating condition of the 
4170 property.  Also, over 81% of our budget 
is spent on buildings, grounds, staff and 
general administration.  We need to find 
ways to support the missionary, outreach and 
ministry activities of the parish without have 
to always resort to special fund raising 
activities.  But I have never been more sure of 
the heart of this congregation to do God’s 
work. 
 
We are blessed by virtue of our location, with 
an opportunity to minister to many people in 
need both from the community and within 
our own congregation.  The pantry and T-bag 
ministries meet a huge need in feeding 
people.  Even so, staff and office volunteers 
frequently take money from their own 
pockets to meet other needs.  We have a 
discretionary fund, but our finances are such 
that we are only able to contribute 
$200/month to the fund from general 
revenue.  As you consider God’s call on your 
life for the coming year I would invite you to 
consider making specific contributions to the 
fund as you are bless with extra resources.  
Contributions can be added to your normal 
giving.  Just note your intention on the 
outside of your envelope with the heading 
“Grace Discretionary Fund”.
